Technically, being only 1519 feet (463 m) 
above sea level, the “Church Mountain” is not 
even a mountain, yet it is one of the most fas-
cinating sites in Iceland, and not only there. Its 
shape, at once barren and pleasant, reminds 
some people of a bell tower, while others see it 
as an arrowhead or rose thorn. Again, it could 
be regarded as the visible part of a partially hid-
den creature, such as a shark’s dorsal fin or the 
crest on a dinosaur’s back. Its stark elegance, 
which is occasionally mirrored in the small lake 
at its foot, has a constant and playful relation-
ship with the surrounding natural elements, as 
if that peak were the focal point of the variable 
sky and sea, allowing them to revolve around 
it without losing their way or running off. This 

 basaltic massif of volcanic origin—which is not 
a volcano, but consists of layers of lavas dating 
to various eras, and thus of great geological 
interest—acquired its present shape when gla-
ciers eroded its walls by means of flow. 

According to Inuit terminology, in the past 
the mountain may have been called Nunatak, 
a sort of rock island smack in the middle of 
a sea of ice, a reference point and often the 
cradle of vegetation that is unique because of 
its isolation from the rest of the world. While 
not presenting great difficulty, the ascent to the 
summit requires crossing over steep and turfy 
slopes that are very exposed, with sections 
that can become hazardous, especially when 
it rains or when they are covered with ice.

The Tornado fighter bomber resulted from the first joint  

              European military program, developed by Germany, Italy and the 

United Kingdom. Panavia was formed by British Aerospace, MBB and 

Aeritalia in 1969 to give life to the Multi-Role Combat Aircraft (MRCA). 

Canada, Belgium and the Netherlands, initially part of the agreement, 

did not participate in the development phase. The first prototype flew 

on August 14, 1974. The final aircraft proved to be a massive twin-en-

gine, low-altitude attack jet, featuring a variable-geometry shoulder 

wing and a two-seat cockpit, with sophisticated mission avionics. The 

engines were also new, built by the European consortium, Turbo Union. 

The first production unit, the interdiction strike version (IDS), became 

operational in 1979 with the RAF. 

The same year, the air defense version (ADV) prototype flew. 

This was developed on specifications from the Royal Air Force. 

It was a different fighter, equipped with more powerful engines, a lon-

ger fuselage, and with missile armament and radar suitable for inter-

cept. The electronic warfare version (ECR), was the last one developed. 

Its purpose was the suppression of enemy antiaircraft defenses. 

Germany and Italy adopted it beginning in 1990. The Tornado has been 

continuously updated and modernized, and has been used successful-

ly in various conflicts, beginning with the Gulf War in 1991. 

In all versions, 979 units have been produced, including 120 ordered 

by Saudi Arabia, the only country to which it has been exported since 

1986.

I rifugi che coronano la 
valle, per lo più costruiti a cavallo tra Ottocen-
to e Novecento, ne sono una testimonianza. 
L’arrivo del turismo ha portato sciatori sul 
bianco dello Stubaier Gletscher, ai piedi dei 
3505 metri dello Zuckerhütl (per noi italiani, 
il Pan di Zucchero) ed escursionisti a spas-
so per boschi, rifugi e colli. Ma la valle è ben 
lontana dagli eccessi a cui ci ha abituato l’in-
dustria delle vacanze in altri luoghi delle Alpi 
e le malghe ospitano oggi all’incirca lo stesso 
numero di capi che facevano la loro ricchez-
za un secolo fa e la produzione di formaggi è 
rimasta una tradizione dei paesi della zona.

Salendo da Innsbruck si scoprono poco alla volta le immagini di una sorta di 

riassunto dal vivo del Tirolo e dei suoi paesaggi: prima è il campanile della chiesa 

di Natters, poi i decori rococò della parrocchiale della Santa Croce di Schönberg, 

a un passo dal tracciato dell’antica via romana Claudia Augusta e dalla mole 

impressionante del viadotto Europa su cui scorre il continuo serpente di TIR 

dell’Autostrada del Brennero.

Fulpmes unisce la storia della sua 

industria al turismo, con le funivie che salgono verso il Kreuzjoch, ma è forse Neustift, 

con il verde dei suoi prati e le sagome delle montagne che le chiudono l’orizzonte, 

a concentrare in sé tutti gli aspetti della valle, opinione che in passato veniva 

condivisa dall’autorevole parere dell’imperatore Massimiliano I.

Neustift e Fulpmes sono i punti di partenza del lungo trekking dello Stubaier 

Höhenweg, l’alta via più apprezzata della zona, che in sette/nove giorni percorre 

un ampio semicerchio lungo le pendici delle montagne, rimanendo però quasi 

sempre affacciata verso il fondovalle.

Greta, who was born on January 3, 2003, in 

Stockholm, was only eight years old when she 

heard about climate change.  “Our teacher showed 

the whole class a video about the dramatic situ-

ation of our world:  plastic in the oceans, polar 

bears who were dying of hunger and hardship, 

flooding, and extreme environmental disasters,” 

she recalls.  What struck 

her most, even then, was 

the fact that adults were 

doing nothing, or, at least, 

not enough, to remedy 

this.  She began think-

ing of nothing else.  “My 

schoolmates were im-

pressed, too, but I couldn’t 

really stop thinking about it.  It made me too sad.  

Those images remained etched in my mind, and 

I wondered if I could have a future and what it 

would be.  For me it became a real obsession to 

document, as much as possible, about the envi-

ronmental problems and the dangers that our 

planet was facing,” she states.

Greta grew up in an intellectual and creative 

environment:  her mother is an opera singer; her 

father is an actor; her paternal grandfather, Olaf, 

is an actor and director; but the motivation to act 

came from deep inside of her.  In fact, she was the 

one who stimulated the adults and made them 

understand that they had to support her because 

she would not stop at any cost.

“Many people say that Sweden is just a small 

country, and it doesn’t matter what we do, but I 

have learned you are never too small to make a 

difference,” she believes.

In 2011, Greta realized that she had to do 

something.  She was so worried about the en-

vironmental situation that she was overcome 

by severe depression.  At the age of eleven, she 

stopped talking and eating, and she lost weight to

Il sacro monte Fuji domina la piana del Kantō, 
nell’Honshū centrale. Le eruzioni che si sono succedu-

te nei secoli hanno creato una forma perfetta, un cono 
simmetrico che pare essere stato plasmato seguendo i 
canoni dell’estetica giapponese.

Il fascino del Fuji incanta da sempre, dunque, 
chiunque lo ammiri ed è un tutt’uno con il Giappone, 
come scrive Fosco Maraini: “Attraverso tutta la lettera-
tura, l’arte, la vita spontanea del popolo, il Fuji passa 
e ripassa come un filo d’oro in una sto�a ricamata”.
Per salire a piedi in vetta al monte Fuji, è necessario 
attendere l’estate. I soli due mesi di accesso, tra luglio 
e agosto, non impediscono a 250.000 persone di 
inerpicarsi ogni anno fino alla vetta per godersi la vista 
delle Alpi giapponesi, di Tokyo e dei laghi sottostanti. 
Diviso tra la prefettura di Yamanashi e quella di 
Shizuoka, il monte Fuji è il cuore del Parco nazionale 
Fuji-Hakone-Izu. 

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I primi europei che nel Cinquecento videro il Giappone 
furono i portoghesi che vi fondarono un insediamento 

commerciale destinato a scarsa fortuna. Sulle loro rot-
te arrivarono i missionari con l’illusione di poter con-
quistare il Giappone alla fede cristiana. I gesuiti Fran-
cesco Saverio (1506-1552) e poi Alessandro Valignano  
(1539-1606) impegnarono tutte le loro energie in questa 
impresa di evangelizzazione. Nel 1582 fu proprio di Vali-
gnano l’idea di inviare in Europa una delegazione di gio-

vani dignitari giapponesi per fare 
in modo che si rendessero conto 
della grandezza del continente 
dove la religione cristiana era mag-
giormente di�usa e soprattutto si 
distogliessero dal preconcetto che 
gli occidentali, chiamati nambanjin, 
barbari del Sud, “mangiano carne 
sanguinolenta, non si lavano, non 
danno alla forma la stessa impor-

tanza della sostanza”.  Lo sforzo dei missionari non servì a 
nulla: tutti i convertiti vennero perseguitati e martirizzati. 
A tal proposito il film del 2016 Silence, diretto da Martin 
Scorsese, racconta in modo esemplare la vita clandesti-
na dei cristiani in Giappone attraverso gli occhi di due 
gesuiti giunti nel Paese del Sol Levante nel 1638. 
Poi le porte di quell’antico Paese si chiusero ermetica-
mente alla penetrazione europea. Il Giappone precipi-
tò nelle sue lotte di clan in cui gli europei giocarono un 

ruolo dall’esterno vendendo le armi da fuoco, come ci ha 
raccontato il grande regista Akira Kurosawa (1910-1998) 
in mirabili film. È solo nel XIX secolo con l’inizio dell’e-
ra Meiji (1868-1912) che il Giappone si riaprì agli scambi 
con l’Occidente e viceversa l’Occidente iniziò a guarda-
re a�ascinato a Oriente. All’inizio degli anni Sessanta 
dell’Ottocento cominciarono a di�ondersi in Europa, e 
principalmente in Francia, ceramiche, stampe e arredi 
dall’Impero del Sol Levante. Gli artisti europei vennero 
influenzati dall’arte giapponese: era la nascita del “giap-
ponesismo”. All’inizio del Novecento tutta l’Europa si 
commosse davanti alle pene d’amore della geisha Mada-
ma Butterfly raccontate nell’opera di Giacomo Puccini. 
Oggi, dalla cucina all’intrattenimento, dallo sport al be-
nessere, dalla botanica all’estetica, la passione per il Sol 
Levante non cessa di alimentarsi con sempre nuove e 
suggestive tendenze. Basti pensare al successo dei film 
di animazione, ai fumetti, anime e manga, ai personaggi 
amati dai bambini, a partire dai Pokémon, al proliferare 
dei ristoranti. A questi prodotti importati dal Giappo-
ne vanno aggiunti il judo, la pratica manipolatoria dello 
shiatsu e la disciplina dell’ikebana.  

I quartieri dello shopping e dell’innovazione
Nel caso di acquisti, in Giappone anche il pagamento è 
un rituale dalle regole ben precise. Il gaijin avveduto sa 
che è sconveniente consegnare denaro nelle mani del 
cassiere. Per questo motivo accanto alla cassa si tro-
vano degli appositi vassoi dove depositare il dovuto; i 
medesimi vassoi saranno poi utilizzati dal personale 
del negozio per restituire un eventuale resto e ricevuta. 
Ginza, il quartiere più esclusivo di Tokyo, ha un’antica 
vocazione al commercio. Nel 1603 Tokugawa non ap-
pena giunto a Edo fece bonificare l’area allora paludosa 
e Ginza attirò subito commercianti e mercanti. Nel 1612 
venne fondata la zecca: Ginza infatti significa “fonderia 
d’argento”. Nell’antico quartiere oggi sede di banche, ci-
nema, boutique, gallerie d’arte e ristoranti di alto livel-
lo l’occhio scopre un paesaggio mai scontato disegnato 
dalle ardite architetture dei grattacieli e dalle a�asci-
nanti facciate di edifici tradizionali come il Kabuki-za, 
il principale teatro di Tokyo per le rappresentazioni 
Kabuki. In lingua giapponese esiste addirittura un ver-

bo, ginbura, per dire passeggiare per Ginza. A ovest di 
Ginza si trovano Roppongi Hills e Tokyo Midtown, due 
aree molto apprezzate per la concentrazione di centri 
commerciali e spazi espositivi che hanno elevato il 
quartiere a polo culturale. Poco distanti l’uno dall’altro 
si trovano i quartieri di Shinjuku e Shibuya, la parte 
più nuova di Tokyo e in continuo cambiamento. La vita 
in questi quartieri è frenetica sia di giorno sia di notte 
per la presenza di numerosi locali, sale di pachinko (gio-
co d’azzardo), karaoke e luoghi di incontro. 

VITA DA IMPERATORE

Il primo imperatore del Giappone 
fu Jimmu, salito al trono nel  
660 a.C. Oggi a rappresentare il 
Giappone c’è il centoventiseiesimo, 
Naruhito. L’imperatore, in 
giapponese tennō, letteralmente 
“sovrano celeste”, secondo la 
tradizione sarebbe  
un discendente diretto di 
Amaterasu, la dea del Sole 
capostipite delle divinità scintoiste.  
Questa considerazione  
è cessata il 1° gennaio 1946, 
quando l’imperatore Hirohito 
rinunciò alla discendenza divina. 
Con la sconfitta nella Seconda 
guerra mondiale il Giappone infatti 
dovette accettare dei mutamenti 
sociali tra cui la Dichiarazione  
della natura umana dell’imperatore. 
Hiroito enunciò alla radio questo 
importante cambiamento. 
L’imperatore che fino a quel 
momento era stato espressione 
diretta della divinità, capo di stato 
e capo delle forze armate diventò 
un semplice simbolo con l’obbligo, 
sancito nella Costituzione entrata 
in vigore il 3 maggio 1947, di non 
interferire in nessun modo nella  
vita politica, sociale ed economica 
del Paese. Nella foto a destra,  
il Palazzo imperiale. L’accesso al 
pubblico è consentito due volte 
all’anno, a Capodanno e il giorno 
del compleanno dell’imperatore.

Il Palazzo imperiale si trova immerso in una grande area 
verde del quartiere di Chiyoda. Il castello risale alla metà 
del XV secolo quando un capo feudale fece edificare la 
sua fortezza in una posizione strategica non lontana dal 
mare. Dopo essere divenuta la dimora di altre nobili 
famiglie lo shōgun Tokugawa Ieyasu vi si stabilì nel 1590. 
Da allora il Giappone ebbe due capitali, a Kyoto risiedeva 
l’imperatore ridotto a semplice simbolo, mentre a Edo lo 
shōgun deteneva il supremo potere politico. Dell’antica 
fortezza oggi restano solo le ciclopiche mura. In seguito 
alla restaurazione dell’impero, Meiji si trasferì nel 
castello centro militare dello shōgunato, ma in seguito a 
un incendio fu costretto a farlo ricostruire mutandone 
completamente l’aspetto, in particolare i ponti in legno 

“Il legame fra noi e il nostro popolo si è sempre fondato sulla reciproca 
fiducia e il reciproco affetto. Esso non deriva da semplici leggende o miti. 
Non si basa sulla falsa concezione secondo la quale l’imperatore sarebbe 
divino e secondo la quale il popolo giapponese sarebbe superiore ad altre 

razze e predestinato a governare il mondo.”
(dal discorso dell’imperatore Hiroito, 1° gennaio 1946)

vennero sostituiti con altri in pietra. L’architettura del 
palazzo venne ripensata seguendo lo stile tradizionale 
giapponese negli esterni mentre una commistione di 
stile nipponico e occidentale caratterizzò gli interni. Il 
palazzo fu poi nuovamente distrutto durante la Seconda 
guerra mondiale e in seguito riedificato. Immersi in un 
parco di oltre 7 chilometri quadrati si trovano diversi 
edifici tra cui il Palazzo Kyuden, dove tutt’oggi risiede 
la famiglia imperiale. 

Barcellona, capitale della Catalogna, le isole Baleari e l’Andalusia costituiscono un variopinto 
catalogo di anime spagnole affacciate sul Mediterraneo. La città allegra e vitale da anni è ri-
volta al futuro e avveniristici palazzi hanno reso inconfondibile il suo skyline già celebre per le 
guglie gotiche di monumenti unici al mondo e per i pinnacoli della Sagrada Família, capolavoro 
di fantasia, colori e luci di Antoni Gaudí. Le Baleari, invece, offrono scorci di costa mozzafiato 
e spiagge dove non resta che perdersi nel blu del cielo e del mare. Infine l’Andalusia è emozio-
ne pura: l’eredità delle raffinate architetture dei Mori si inserisce in paesaggi dai colori intensi 
punteggiati dal bianco delle case, tra profumi d’arancio e suoni appassionati di flamenco.
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La costa atlantica degli USA offre al visitatore due grandi opportunità. La prima è immer-
gersi nella storia dell’America partendo dall’approdo dei Padri Pellegrini a Cape Cod per 
poi seguire le vicende che portarono all’indipendenza passando per Boston e per Phila-
delphia.

Le cime 
del Fitz Roy e del Cerro Torre nel Parco nazionale Los Glaciares attraggono alpinisti da 
tutto il mondo; le cascate dell’Iguazú tolgono il fiato per la maestosa portata d’acqua che si 
riversa nel mezzo della foresta tropicale; le piste polverose che corrono parallele alle impo-
nenti Ande portano nei luoghi degli indios e dei gauchos. Il fascino sensuale di Buenos Aires 
seduce tutti: nelle milongas dei quartieri più antichi le note e i passi del tango riportano alle 
atmosfere di fine Ottocento, quando gli immigrati iniziarono a suonare, cantare e ballare una 
musica che esprime, ieri come oggi, il carattere malinconico e insieme vitale di questo Paese.

la libertà condotta da Nelson Mandela. Poi ci sono le città e soprattutto la natura da ammi-
rare nei grandi Parchi nazionali, tra cui il Kruger, santuario indiscusso dei “Big Five” e di altre 
numerose straordinarie specie.

Thailandia, la “Terra dei Liberi”. Il suo popolo, l’unico dell’Indocina a non essere sta-
to colonizzato, custodisce fiero le antiche tradizioni e corre veloce sul treno del-
la modernità. Baie e spiagge incontaminate, ombreggiate da palme nelle isole del 
Golfo del Siam; acque verde smeraldo nei lussureggianti arcipelaghi del Mare delle An-
damane; la frenetica vitalità di Bangkok e la spiritualità delle antiche capitali. Tesori del-
la natura e imponenti vestigia del passato, villaggi rurali e grandi metropoli dove la vita 
scorre fra contrasti sorprendenti, alla ricerca del sanuk, il “sorriso” o “gioia di vivere”.

Ogni cosa in Scozia è intrisa del profumo di torba dei Borders, dei colori saturi dell’Ocea-
no e di nebbia sottile, quella che rende tanto magici e misteriosi i castelli disseminati su 
tutto il territorio o le antiche vie di Edimburgo. Questo meraviglioso Paese, e chi lo abita, 
offre doni carichi di storia al mondo: dai tessuti, il tweed e il tartan, alle leggende di fan-
tasmi e mostri abitatori di laghi, dai personaggi letterari allo Scotch whisky, al suono del-
le cornamuse. La natura selvaggia delle Orcadi e delle Ebridi, le distese di erica a perdita 
d’occhio, i piccoli villaggi di pescatori sulla costa battuta dal vento sono paesaggi unici che 
non possono non fare sognare e amare questa terra così orgogliosa delle sue tradizioni.
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Parigi, la Normandia e la Bretagna. Il selvaggio Nord della Francia e la ville lumière, cono-
sciuta in tutto il mondo per la Tour Eiffel e Notre-Dame, gli eleganti boulevard, le pittoresche 
piazze del Marais e i vicoli di Montmartre, i palazzi dai tetti di ardesia, i passage e i romantici 
quai sulla Senna. Ciò che lega Parigi alle due regioni affacciate sulla costa atlantica – da 
Honfleur a Mont-Saint-Michel fino alle scogliere punteggiate di fari della Bretagna – è la 
bellezza, la stessa che ieri ha ispirato pittori, registi e scrittori e che oggi incanta i visitatori.

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Lambita dall’Oceano Atlantico e dal Mar dei Caraibi, Cuba non ha solo da offrire quello che ci si 
aspetta da un’isola caraibica, mare cristallino e barriera corallina. Ha molto di più. Innanzitutto 
il fascino di un luogo entrato nell’immaginario collettivo attraverso la sua storia e soprattutto 
le persone, da Che Guevara a Fidel Castro, che hanno progettato quella storia tra le monta-
gne dell’isola. Poi familiari sono le immagini iconiche dell’Avana, con le sue piazze, il Paseo e 
il Malecón. A tutto questo fanno da suggestivo sfondo le auto americane vintage, la santería, 
il profumo del tabacco, l’irresistibile ritmo afro della musica e il fresco sapore di un daiquiri.
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RUSSIA
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Una natura a perdita d’occhio, una cultura millenaria e ricchissima, splendide testimonianze arti-
stiche del passato, tanti popoli e tradizioni diverse all’interno degli stessi confini. La Russia è un 
Paese enorme, complesso, interessante come pochi altri. A partire da Mosca, la capitale con le 
cupole variopinte che svettano nella Piazza Rossa, e San Pietroburgo, la città delle notti bianche 
costruita dal primo imperatore, Pietro il Grande. Poi il ghiaccio della Siberia, gli sterminati spazi 
brulli della steppa e quelli verdi delle foreste di conifere che in Russia si chiamano taiga. Infine 
la penisola Kamčatka, un mondo a parte di vulcani e distese ghiacciate dove regnano gli orsi.
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Le atmosfere e le suggestioni che ispirano un viaggio in Israele sono molteplici, come le tes-
sere di un variopinto mosaico. Osservare il profilo della Città Santa, Gerusalemme, dal Monte 
degli Ulivi dopo aver visitato luoghi sacri a ebrei, islamici e cristiani, godere del sorgere del 
sole sulle rive del Mar Morto o dall’alto della fortezza di Masada, passeggiare per Tel Aviv tra 
grattacieli, edifici in stile Bauhaus e sul vivace lungomare, attraversare il deserto del Negev, 
pernottare in uno dei tanti kibbutz della campagna, riflettere sulla storia dell’umanità nei luoghi 
della Bibbia: ecco lo straordinario itinerario nel tempo e nello spazio offerto da questo Paese.
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MAROCCO
Porta d’ingresso per la grande Africa e finestra dischiusa sull’Europa: il Marocco è un Paese 
dai tanti volti. L’anima araba e quella fiera dei popoli berberi dell’Atlante. Il deserto del Sahara 
dalle dune dorate sempre mutevoli e l’hammada, le aride distese di rocce aguzze punteggiate 
di piante di argan. Il verde delle oasi dove ieri come oggi sostano le carovane e il rosso dei 
tramonti sulle onde lunghe dell’Atlantico. Ma sono soprattutto la raffinata bellezza dei meravi-
gliosi palazzi delle città imperiali, da Marrakech a Fès, e la vitalità inebriante dei suk affollati di 
profumi e sapori a incantare chi si accosta con curiosità a questo territorio e alla sua gente.

FRANCE MEXICO RUSSIA ISRAEL MOROCCO
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CANADA
Il Canada è immenso, affacciato sull’Oceano Pacifico e aperto verso l’Atlantico, il mare che 
ha portato nel Paese i coloni francesi e inglesi nel XVII secolo. Ma quei territori coperti di 
foreste di conifere, acqua, ghiaccio e neve erano già abitati dalle Prime Nazioni e dagli Inuit 
che ancora oggi ci vivono. La caccia per le pelli di castoro nei boschi dei Grandi Laghi, la 
mitica corsa all’oro nel Klondike, la conquista delle terre ghiacciate del Nunavut e le grandi 
città sorte sugli antichi insediamenti francesi: tutto questo è il patrimonio dalla Nazione rap-
presentata dalla foglia rossa d’acero che campeggia sulla bandiera.
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La conquista del Tetto del Mondo, l’Everest, e delle montagne che gli fanno da vassalli com-
prese nella catena dell’Himalaya tra Tibet, Nepal e Bhutan affascina da sempre e chi è stato 
in quei luoghi da scalatore ha scritto pagine memorabili per raccontarne le bellezze e le 
difficoltà. Ma se per la storia dell’alpinismo quelle vette fin dai primi anni del XX secolo hanno 
rappresentato una sfida, per i buddisti sono sacre, espressione degli dèi legati alla Terra che 
vengono venerati e ringraziati nei magnifici templi di Lhasa e di Katmandu e in quelli sparsi 
nelle valli del Bhutan. Un viaggio tra culture e popoli diversi che unisce indissolubilmente la 
bellezza della natura con l’esigenza di solitudine dello Spirito.
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AUSTRALIA
L’Australia è ricca di straordinari paesaggi e di bellissime città moderne che distano pochi 
chilometri da spiagge immense, dalla foresta pluviale o dal deserto. Ma i veri tesori australia-
ni sono i Parchi nazionali, ce ne sono più di 500 e tutelano l’antichissima cultura aborigena, 
spettacolari paesaggi naturali nei quali vivono animali simpatici come i canguri e letali come 
i ragni dei cunicoli e l’immensa barriera corallina grande quasi come tutta la Germania. Poi 
ci sono luoghi iconici che catturano l’immaginazione come l’Uluru, l’imponente massiccio 
roccioso dell’outback che si incendia di rosso all’ora del tramonto.
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GRECIA
Un viaggio nella Grecia continentale è un percorso emozionante, che tocca nel profondo 
ognuno di noi perché ci guida a ritroso nel tempo alla ricerca delle radici dell’identità occi-
dentale, nei luoghi dove sono nati l’amore per il bello, la libertà e la democrazia. Ci immerge 
nei miti e nelle imprese eroiche narrate da Omero, impresse per l’eternità tra le pietre dell’A-
cropoli di Atene, nella tomba di Agamennone a Micene, lungo la Via Sacra che porta all’o-
racolo di Delfi. Una Grecia diversa, non solo mare – nonostante le isole Ionie e le Saroniche 
siano vicine e le selvagge coste del Máni siano meravigliose – ma anche montagne in cui si 
nascondono monasteri bizantini ben inseriti nella natura.
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C’è un evento intorno al quale si è costruita la storia della California: il ritrovamento dell’oro 
a metà del XIX secolo. Quell’evento e il conseguente sopraggiungere di una moltitudine di 
persone diede l’avvio alla crescita delle città, in particolare di San Francisco che, nonostante 
abbia subito due terremoti, conserva edifici in stile coloniale e quartieri come Chinatown che 
ricordano quel passato ben inserito in un contesto volto alla modernità e teso, proprio come 
l’iconico Golden Gate si allunga sulla baia, verso il futuro. Nel resto della California, dalle 
coste oceaniche alle vette della Sierra Nevada si alternano scorci selvaggi, come Big Sur, 
a luoghi, città, villaggi e spiagge dove regnano lusso, divertimento, moda, sole e l’illusione – 
tutta californiana – di un’eterna gioventù.
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Londra, città cosmopolita e sempre in movimento, non dà tregua a chi crede di conoscerla 
perché cambia di continuo. Oltre il Big Ben, l’Abbazia di Westminster, il lungo Tamigi, i pit-
toreschi quartieri del West End e molto altro ecco apparire le “moderne cattedrali” in vetro 
e acciaio dai nomi evocativi, lo Shard, il Gherkin, il Walkie-Talkie… Lasciata la frenesia della 
City, la costa lungo il Canale della Manica affacciata sull’Oceano Atlantico offre i paesaggi 
del Sud dell’Inghilterra e della Cornovaglia, del Kent e del Sussex, tra Stonehenge e Oxford, 
del tutto diversi, dominati da alte scogliere di gesso e graziosi villaggi di mare, nei luoghi di 
Jane Austen e Virginia Woolf.
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Protetto dalla Grande Muraglia, alimentato da merci e idee attraverso la Via della Seta, l’Im-
pero Cinese è fiorito per oltre un millennio regalandoci una delle civiltà più raffinate del 
mondo. I forti di guardia nel deserto. La Città Proibita, il Tempio del Cielo e i parchi imperiali 
di Pechino. I centri storici di Xi’an e Pingyao cinti da splendide mura. Gli straordinari templi 
rupestri dello Shanxi. Il monastero buddhista Shaolin… A questi capolavori architettonici e 
storici del Nord, spesso immersi in una natura di incomparabile bellezza, si aggiungono oggi 
le futuristiche costruzioni della capitale e non solo, con la moderna Cina che guarda al futuro 
senza dimenticare le sue tradizioni antiche.  
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A un passo dal Polo Artico da cui arriva il vento gelido che soffia sulle isole Svalbard e sulla 
costa settentrionale, la Norvegia è un Paese all’avanguardia dove l’attenzione per la natura 
ben si coniuga con la necessità di stare al passo con i tempi moderni. I fiordi sono una sorta 
di labirinto di montagne e mare, isole e penisole, punteggiati di villaggi con le tipiche chiese 
e l’immancabile molo dove attraccano le barche di ritorno dalla pesca del merluzzo. All’oriz-
zonte spiccano i ghiacciai. 
Il viaggio da Oslo per raggiungere Capo Nord e, come fosse un rituale, assistere al Sole di 
mezzanotte in estate o alle aurore boreali in inverno è uno spettacolo continuo perché sulla 
strada, una curva dopo l’altra, la Norvegia regala paesaggi inaspettati e indimenticabili.
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SSu ogni paesaggio, su ogni città, su ogni volto che si incontrano in Perù è scritta la storia del 

Paese e delle civiltà che vi hanno vissuto a partire da diversi secoli prima che gli Incas co-
struissero il loro impero. In soli cento anni, prima dell’arrivo dei conquistadores spagnoli nel 
1532, eressero tra le vette delle Ande città sorprendenti e talmente ricche d’oro e d’argento 
da essere paragonate alla mitica Eldorado. Grande oltre tre volte l’Italia, il Perù vale come tre 
musei a cielo aperto: in quello archeologico si ammirano i resti delle antiche civiltà, in quello 
etnografico si viene a conoscenza delle tradizioni dei quechua e degli aymara e in quello 
naturale si resta incantati dalla varietà dei panorami. 
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Culla di una delle civiltà più importanti di tutti i tempi, l’Egitto ha sempre conquistato i suoi 
visitatori con la straordinaria, misteriosa, esoterica maestosità delle piramidi, lo splendore 
delle tombe dei faraoni e la bellezza dei templi che si riflettono nelle acque del Nilo. Ma la sua 
ricchezza non è solo archeologica. Dall’incantevole trasparenza del Mar Rosso agli immensi 
paesaggi desertici, dalle oasi disperse nel Sahara alle splendide moschee del Cairo, dalla 
nuova biblioteca alessandrina affacciata sul Mediterraneo al monastero-fortezza di Santa 
Caterina alle pendici del Sinai, questo Paese offre molte altre meraviglie che compongono 
un mosaico di tesori naturali, storici e artistici unici al mondo.
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La Provenza, la Costa Azzurra e la Corsica: tre mondi diversi del Midi francese accomunati 
dalla bellezza intensa e dall’atmosfera mediterranea che vi si respira. Tre luoghi battuti dal 
turismo, ma che non hanno perso la loro essenza fatta di un fascino immediato che colpisce 
il cuore. La Provenza offre i pittoreschi borghi medievali, i campi di lavanda e di girasoli, l’ab-
bagliante biancore della Camargue. La Costa Azzurra con i suoi pini marittimi piegati verso 
le calette, i villaggi di pescatori riscoperti negli anni Cinquanta e il fascino Belle Époque di 
Nizza conquista immediatamente chi è alla ricerca di luoghi raffinati, ma autentici. Infine la 
Corsica, la montagna in mezzo al mare offre la sua bellezza scarna e selvaggia a chi ha vo-
glia di camminare con lo sguardo perso nell’azzurro.
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Il Cile è una lunga stringa di Terra schiacciata tra l’Oceano Pacifico e la Cordigliera delle 
Ande. Proprio per la sua lunghezza si alternano nel Paese paesaggi differenti che hanno in 
comune solo il fatto di essere estremi. Partendo da nord, le distese del Deserto di Atacama 
fanno pensare di essere stati trasportati su un altro pianeta; sull’Oceano si affacciano le città 
principali, con al centro Santiago, la capitale. All’interno laghi turchesi di origine glaciale e 
fiumi fanno sì che la natura sia lussureggiante e protetta da Parchi nazionali. Man mano che 
si scende verso sud appaiono i ghiacciai e le coste battute dal vento artico: è la Terra del 
Fuoco, dove a Capo Horn finisce il Cile insieme con il mondo.
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L’antica Persia e l’Iran di oggi sono due mondi distanti, e non solo per via dei secoli che 
sono trascorsi tra l’impero achemenide e la Repubblica di oggi figlia della Rivoluzione ira-
niana del 1979. Nonostante sia un Paese di contraddizioni, si respira la storia di una civiltà 
che si è nutrita dei commerci lungo la Via della Seta che attraversa l’altopiano iranico, che 
ha mantenuto tradizioni secolari come quella di annodare a mano preziosi tappeti e colti-
vare le rose e lo zafferano. Eleganza e sobrietà hanno ispirato gli artisti che nel Seicento 
hanno fatto di Isfahan una città del Rinascimento iraniano e i soavi poeti medievali che 
riposano a Shiraz, la città dei giardini.
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Da Rio de Janeiro, che si muove frenetica al ritmo di samba, alla Serra Gaúcha dei mandriani 
a cavallo e dei churrascos sotto le stelle; dalle coste che risplendono del verde lussureg-
giante della Mata Atlântica all’entroterra ricoperto di sterminate coltivazioni e punteggiato 
da miniere profondissime; dalle radici del passato coloniale alle megalopoli lanciate verso 
un futuro di sviluppo, tecnologia e benessere. Tutto questo e molto altro è il Sud del Brasile, 
terra vasta e sorprendente, che fa della mescolanza il proprio vanto.
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I Paesi Bassi sono una piccola Nazione con una storia eccezionale e un’identità gelosamen-
te custodita, fatta di tolleranza e indipendenza. È terra di ingegneri, da secoli strappata alle 
acque metro dopo metro, un luogo dove l’intervento dell’uomo sulla natura è determinante, 
ma anche dove gli olandesi si impegnano a preservare e difendere l’ambiente grazie a par-
chi e riserve da attraversare rigorosamente in bicicletta. Le città, da Amsterdam a Delft, da 
Utrecht ad Haarlem sono antiche, eredi di uno sfavillante passato commerciale e coloniale, 
eppure agli edifici di un tempo si alternano palazzi avveniristici e alle tradizioni che durano da 
secoli fa da controcanto uno stile di vita che guarda al futuro senza timori. Così i Paesi Bassi 
sanno, in pochi chilometri, offrire al visitatore un concentrato di emozioni.
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Circondata da un mare cristallino e costellata di importanti siti archeologici, la Turchia offre 
moltissimo sia al viaggiatore in cerca di mete culturali, sia a chi desidera bellezze naturalisti-
che. I suoi fantastici paesaggi modellati dal vento e dall’acqua sono stati teatro di passaggi 
epocali per la nostra civiltà e culla di grandi personaggi storici. Istanbul è unica al mondo per 
la sua posizione a cavallo tra due continenti, lungo le sponde opposte del Bosforo. Fondata 
con il nome di Bisanzio e poi divenuta capitale dell’Impero Romano come Costantinopoli, 
specchia nel mare le sue architetture antiche e moderne che attirano ogni anno milioni di 
visitatori da tutto il mondo.
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L’India del Nord incanta e talvolta sconvolge. È una terra dai colori sgargianti e dalle anti-
che tradizioni dove tutto assume un carattere spirituale e la vita quotidiana è in continuo 
dialogo con la religione, nonostante la povertà sia in molti luoghi estrema e i conflitti sociali 
profondi. Dal deserto di Thar e dalle pendici dell’Himalaya giù fino alla foce del Gange, 
l’India si mostra nel suo splendore e nelle sue miserie mentre è messa alla prova da una 
modernità che rischia di stravolgerne i tratti. Ecco la vera scommessa di questa Nazione, la 
seconda al mondo per popolazione, ormai una potenza economica globale: mutare profon-
damente, offrire ai propri cittadini migliori condizioni di vita e, insieme, preservare il proprio 
ambiente e il proprio retaggio culturale. Trovare, insomma, la via indiana alla modernità. 
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Il mare blu intenso che si confonde con il cielo, le taverne affacciate sulla spiaggia, un piatto 
di olive posato sulla tavola ancor prima di prendervi posto, un bicchiere di ouzo da sorseg-
giare guardando un magnifico tramonto. Le isole greche sono tutto questo e non tradiscono 
mai l’aspettativa di chi le raggiunge, anzi se mai vi aggiungono qualcosa che costituirà un 
ricordo indelebile. Ma tanta bellezza non può non avere radici. Si può scegliere se cercarle 
tra i tanti miti tramandati da Omero e dai poeti dell’Antica Grecia oppure scovarle nelle archi-
tetture, nelle pietre delle fortezze, nelle chiese bizantine, nei porticcioli che caratterizzano il 
paesaggio di ciascuna isola.
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Il Prado, il Palazzo Reale, i larghi viali alberati e le splendide fontane settecentesche sono 
solo alcune tra le meraviglie offerte da Madrid, città vivace a ogni ora del giorno e della notte. 
La capitale  spagnola è la base perfetta dalla quale partire per esplorare il centro del Paese, 
una terra splendida e ricca di contrasti: città d’arte e incontaminati parchi naturali, la Casti-
glia-La Mancha di Don Chisciotte e l’Estremadura dei conquistadores, i borghi medievali che 
ancora portano il segno della Reconquista e gli sconfinati paesaggi della meseta. Lontano 
da qui, l’arcipelago delle Canarie è un paradiso terrestre perduto in mezzo all’Atlantico, dove 
le banane crescono tra i vulcani e i giovani si affollano sulle spiagge per affrontare sui loro 
surf le imponenti onde oceaniche. 
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La Malesia è un punto di approdo di popoli e ha fatto da sfondo ad avventure senza tempo. 
In questa Nazione che si protende nell’Oceano Indiano la natura è favolosa, esotica e sor-
prendente. Le grandi foreste della penisola di Melaka e del Borneo sono selvagge e abitate 
da animali endemici, unici e rari. I paesaggi marini, con le brulicanti barriere coralline e le 
spiagge di sabbia bianca scaldate da un sole tropicale, richiamano viaggiatori da ogni parte 
del globo. È una terra romanzesca, che vuole essere raccontata, e che include in questa sto-
ria di eccezionalità la moderna città di Kuala Lumpur, celebre per i suoi svettanti grattacieli, 
le Petronas Twin Towers. Da questa corsa verso il futuro non si sottrae il piccolo Stato di 
Singapore sulla propaggine meridionale della penisola malese.
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Nell’Africa australe, la Namibia è una giovane Nazione che offre panorami straordinari. La 
costa si affaccia sul tumultuoso Oceano Atlantico: è da lì che arrivarono i coloni tedeschi che 
segnarono la storia del Paese come testimoniano la capitale, Windhoek, e Swakopmund, 
dove per l’architettura delle case pare di essere in Baviera. Il deserto colora di ocra e oro la 
maggior parte del territorio: nel Namib si possono scalare le dune più alte del mondo e tra-
sformarsi in detective alla ricerca di minuscole creature che vivono nella sabbia. Nel Parco 
nazionale Etosha, ma anche nel Damaraland, lo spettacolo di elefanti, giraffe, leoni, orici liberi 
nel loro ambiente naturale lascia senza parole. Senza dimenticare gli Himba che come tutti i 
popoli originari con il loro stile di vita offrono esempio di come andrebbe rispettata la natura.
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Città magica per eccellenza, Praga incanta per i suoi monumenti – il Castello, il Ponte Carlo, 
la cattedrale di San Vito, l’orologio astronomico… – ma ancor più per gli scorci e le atmosfere 
della Città Vecchia, di Malá Strana e del quartiere ebraico Josefov. Per scoprire i suoi segreti 
ciascun visitatore potrà scegliere la guida che più gli si addice: Rodolfo II, Franz Kafka, Be-
dřich Smetana, i ragazzi del 1968 innamorati della libertà o quelli della Rivoluzione di velluto 
del 1989. Un viaggio nella Repubblica Ceca consente poi di ammirare le bellezze più auten-
tiche e le tradizioni più antiche dell’Europa centrale: la splendida Český Krumlov arroccata 
sulla Moldava e le città termali della Boemia, la verde campagna della Moravia, i castelli, i 
Parchi naturali, le danze, i costumi tradizionali e gli antichi birrifici.
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TUNISIA
La Tunisia è il Nord Africa a portata di mano, il primo approdo, forse il più accogliente, per chi 
voglia conoscere questa regione. È un piccolo Stato, ma racchiude una varietà di paesaggi 
e tradizioni eccezionali. Il Nord è montuoso e fertile, il Sud si addentra nel Sahara arido e 
pianeggiante. Le città costiere rimandano al passato delle grandi dinastie islamiche; le ro-
vine riportano invece a tempi ancora più antichi, tra le legioni romane e le prime comunità 
cristiane. Passando dalla barriera corallina al deserto bagnato da oasi e grandi laghi salati, 
questa Nazione dinamica conquista e sorprende per la varietà della sua essenziale bellezza 
e si dimostra inesauribile fonte di stupore.
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Berlino racconta con le sue architetture – edifici in stile barocco, neoclassico, Biedermeier 
e contemporaneo – e con monumenti simbolo come la Porta di Brandeburgo, la Berliner 
Fernsehturm e i resti del Muro la travagliata storia della Germania. A pochi chilometri dalla 
capitale la natura del Brandeburgo sorprende tra i canali dello Spreewald. Per godere del 
mare occorre raggiungere la costa affacciata sul Baltico con le vaste spiagge di sabbia 
bianca del Meclemburgo-Pomerania Anteriore: il sole non sarà caldissimo ma il mare è 
luccicante e l’aria tersa. Un’immersione nell’arte viene offerta da Dresda, la capitale della 
Sassonia lungo il corso dell’Elba. Le tracce dei bombardamenti della Seconda guerra mon-
diale sono sparite dal centro grazie a una ricostruzione precisa che ha restituito alla città il 
suo magnifico aspetto barocco.
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Quando si immaginano i panorami della Croazia, subito vengono in mente le innumerevoli 
isole che punteggiano il Mare Adriatico: sono paradisi che soddisfano sogni diversi, dall’im-
mergersi nella natura incontaminata, per esempio dell’arcipelago delle Kornati, alla vacanza 
in spiaggia tra sole e mare turchese. Le tracce della storia aggiungono poi un fascino incon-
fondibile a borghi e cittadine, come la romana Spalato o la veneziana Ragusa, oggi Dubrov-
nik. All’interno, i parchi naturali: primo tra tutti quello di Plitvice, con i suoi laghi smeraldini. La 
verde Slovenia offre al pari una natura tutelata in cui abitano gli orsi e grotte in cui nuota un 
“piccolo drago”, l’animale fantastico che è anche il simbolo della capitale, Lubiana.
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AUSTRIA
Antichi castelli arroccati sul Danubio in un paesaggio di vigneti stesi come festoni sui pendii 
delle colline. Incantevoli borghi alpini che si specchiano nei laghi con le loro casette dalle fi-
nestre fiorite. Splendide dimore aristocratiche circondate da scenografici parchi. Una natura 
stupenda che ha il suo culmine di bellezza nelle Alpi, nei pascoli alpini che in estate diven-
tano verdissimi e nelle vette scintillanti di neve. E al centro di tutto Vienna con i suoi palazzi 
aristocratici, le sontuose residenze imperiali, i meravigliosi musei e l’atmosfera rilassata dei 
caffè. Incastonata nel cuore dell’Europa, l’Austria è tutto questo e anche di più. 
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MONGOLIA
Praterie e pascoli a perdita d’occhio, deserti sconfinati, montagne coperte da neve peren-
ne, boschi di conifere, laghi cristallini e ogni tanto, immersi in uno scenario straordinario, un 
accampamento di pastori nomadi, un altare sciamanico o un antico monastero buddhista. 
Situata nel cuore dell’Asia, la Mongolia è immensa e ancora poco conosciuta. Cavalli, yak, 
pecore, capre, cammelli e anche animali selvatici come orsi, lupi, aquile, avvoltoi e perfino i 
rarissimi, leggendari leopardi delle nevi sono i veri padroni di questo mondo incantevole in 
cui la presenza umana è più rarefatta che altrove e la natura è protagonista assoluta.
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Le tre Repubbliche all’estremo confine dell’Europa si tuffano con il litorale ampio e sabbioso 
nelle acque del Mar Baltico. L’entroterra è dolcemente ondulato, modellato da antichi ghiac-
ciai in leggere colline e avvallamenti; è punteggiato da villaggi rurali, poche case all’ombra 
di boschi rigogliosi di conifere e latifoglie, e da migliaia di specchi d’acqua di ogni forma e 
dimensione. È un paesaggio da fiaba, che si corona nelle antiche città dall’anima medievale, 
da visitare al sole tiepido dell’estate o nel gelo dell’inverno, quando la neve scricchiola sotto 
le suole dei viaggiatori. Eppure, nonostante le tante caratteristiche comuni, Estonia, Lettonia 
e Lituania sorprendono per le profonde diversità, per le storie antiche che le hanno condotte 
alla svolta di fine Novecento, la loro seconda indipendenza, e che rappresentano tre chiavi 
diverse di vivere questo complesso territorio di confine.
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CARAIBI
Nelle Indie Occidentali, ovvero le meravigliose isole dei Caraibi, sono state scritte nel corso 
dei secoli diverse pagine di storia. Nel 1492 l’approdo di Cristoforo Colombo alle Bahamas 
ha segnato l’avvio di un mondo nuovo, fatto di scambi tra i diversi continenti, America, Euro-
pa, Africa: culture, tradizioni, uomini, prodotti della terra, piante, fiori, animali. Questo primo 
contatto ha creato piccoli mondi diversi ciascuno dall’altro, oggi mete ambite dal turismo per 
il mare cristallino e le spiagge di sabbia candida.
